Report from Respect the Dale community group.The members of Respect the Dale community group and Parish Council would like to extend their thanks to all those who received and responded to the survey. 

Community survey of November and December 2023
The completed survey was forwarded to the Parish Council, Tim Farron, our two Sedbergh councilors (Hazel Hodson & Ian Mitchell), the relevant Police officer(Amander Coleman), the planning department and ,through Tim Farron, the Highways department. 
The Respect the Dale group received very positive feedback from all those contacted who reported that the data obtained was invaluable in in informing our representatives about local concerns.
The results obtained are very helpful in informing the Parish Council about the issues that are concerning Garsdale residents and will enable the PC to take these issues forward and look to find solutions that benefit all residents.  

Community First Responders and Defibrillation – how does the system work?

There is a First Responder team that now covers Sedbergh and Garsdale and has, already, been used on ambulance call outs in Garsdale.
The First Responder service comes into effect when an emergency call is received by the ambulance service.
The First Responder team will then receive a call and/or text and travel to the emergency before the ambulance in order to deliver first aid and health checks before the ambulance arrives.

There is also a defibrillator available for use in emergencies that is located in an outside cabinet on the wall of Garsdale village Hall. 

Buses in Garsdale:

The Little White Bus: From 8th April 2024 the Garsdale Station Shuttle bus (between Garsdale Head Station and Hawes) goes up as a scheduled service to meet trains at 12:07, 12:22, 14:40 and 14:50. There is no need to book if you are arriving or departing on these trains. 
The Little White Bus runs trips to local places of interest throughout the year and can also be booked to drop off or collect specific parties from and to Garsdale for a modest fee. 

Stagecoach run a daily return service to Penrith  setting off from opposite Sedbergh Library at 9.00am. This service goes through Kirby Stephen and various other small villages before arriving at Sainsburys in Penrith. A very scenic route and ideal for a Big shopping trip too!
